Guidelines & Application for the  
Hudson River Valley National Heritage Area  

Heritage Development Grant Program 
 
 
 
 

I. Background: 
 

The Hudson River Valley National Heritage Area (HRVNHA) was established by Congress in 
1996 and is funded through the National Park Service and Department of the Interior by annual 
appropriations. The mission of the Hudson River Valley National Heritage Area Program is to 
recognize, preserve, protect and interpret the nationally significant cultural and natural resources 
of the Hudson River Valley for the benefit of the Nation. 

 
These goals are achieved, in part, through the interpretation of the themes outlined in the 
HRVNHA Management Plan which include:  
• Freedom and Dignity (Colonial Period, Revolutionary War, Social and Political Issues, Great 

Americans);  
• Nature and Culture (Landscapes and Gardens, Architecture, Art and Artists, Hudson River 

School, Parks and Environment); and  
• Corridor of Commerce (Transportation, Industry and Commerce).  
 
The HRVNHA has established the Hudson River Valley National Heritage Area Grant Program to 
provide 50% matching grants, on a reimbursement basis for projects that further the goals and 
mission of the HRVNHA.  The 50% local match may be provided in the form of an in-kind or 
monetary contribution. These grants are intended to provide seed money to organizations for the 
purposes of: programming, interpretation and marketing. 

 
 
II. Goals of the Hudson River Valley National Heritage Area Heritage 

Development Grant Program 
 

The HRVNHA has identified the following goals for this grant program.   
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• Fund projects and programs that serve to advance the goals and strategies of the HRVNHA’s 

Management Plan;  
• Engage partners that can leverage additional resources to compliment the efforts of heritage 

sites and of the HRVNHA 
• Assist projects that meet local as well as HRVNHA goals and priorities that are managed at 

the local level 
• Fill a gap in funding for historic preservation, conservation, recreation, interpretation, tourism 

marketing, and community development projects and programs in the HRVNHA region 
• Encourage collaboration and partnerships among heritage sites, governmental and non-

governmental organizations and the business community 
 
III.    Mission of the HRVNHA and Goals of the Management Plan 
 

While fulfilling the goals of this grant program, proposed projects should reflect the mission of the 
Hudson River Valley National Heritage Area and realize the goals of its Management Plan 

 
  The goals of the Management Plan are:  
 

• Increase public awareness / understanding of region’s significance 
• Support regional historic preservation projects 
• Continue educational heritage and history teaching programs 
• Complete a network of connected heritage sites with easy public access 
• Safeguard nationally significant natural and cultural resources 
• Promote and coordinate partnerships between heritage sites and local communities 
• Encourage appropriate local and regional economic activity 

 
IV.    Who May Apply 
 
Municipalities and not-for-profit corporations located within the geographic area of the HRVNHA, as 
defined by Public Law 104-333 may apply. “Friends groups” of federal and state sites are encouraged 
to apply. 
 
Municipality: A local public authority or public benefit corporation, a county, city, town, village, school 
district, supervisory district, district corporation, improvement district within a county, city, town or village, 
or American Indian nation or tribe recognized by the state or the United States with a reservation wholly 
or partly within the boundaries of New York State, or any combination thereof. 
 
Not-for-profit corporation: A corporation formed pursuant to the not-for-profit corporation law and 
qualified for tax-exempt status under the federal internal revenue code. 
 
V. General Guidelines 

 
• Awards will range from $1,000 to $5,000 dollars for individual sites. Projects that include 

multiple partners will be eligible to receive funds beyond the $5,000 cap. 
• A dollar for dollar non-federal match or cost share is required for all projects 
• Local match may be provided as in-kind services or other monetary contribution 
• A work program for each phase of funding, with projected costs and an estimated timeline 

for completion, must be submitted and approved prior to the awarding of any grant 
funding.   



• If a project involves the development of a plan or similar product, final disbursement of 
funding will not be made until the plan is completed in final form.  

• Projects must involve sites or buildings that are publicly-accessible.  
• Grants will be awarded on a competitive basis. 
• Projects must provide appropriate acknowledgement of grant funding on signs, printed 

and electronic material.  
• The Hudson River Valley National Heritage Area retains the right to reproduce, publish, or 

otherwise use any materials developed in the course of or under a project financed by the 
Hudson River Valley National Heritage Area, unless otherwise noted in the grant 
agreement.  

 
VI.     Priorities for Funding  
 

Priority given to projects that exhibit one or more of the following qualities: 
 
• Highest priority will be given to projects or programs that feature a designated Hudson River 

Valley National Heritage Area Heritage Site (For a listing see attachment) 
• Projects that connect multiple heritage sites thematically or geographically  
• Projects that are part of a larger local or regional heritage initiative 
• Projects that incorporate mechanisms for sustainability beyond the period of the grant 
• Projects that involve partnerships with other heritage sites, municipalities, and for profit and 

non for profit organizations 
 

VII. Specific Guidelines for each Category: 
 

1) Marketing and Promotion 
• Initiatives that promote heritage sites as tourism destinations 
• Promotion strategies that include multiple heritage sites or partners  
• Projects that promote a connection between heritage sites and landscape destinations or 

recreational opportunities  
 

2) Programming and Interpretation 
• Projects that create or further develop opportunities for public education on heritage 

resources 
• Programs and interpretive projects that connect heritage sites and local communities 
• Programs that engage visitors in a new way 
• Living history programs and reenactments  

 
VIII.     Ineligible Projects and Expenditures  

 
Ineligible projects include the following: 

 
• Transportation and admission expenses related to school field trips (see Teaching the Hudson 

Valley’s Explore Awards: www.teachingthehudsonvalley.org for funding) 
• Acquisition of property or facilities including buildings and sites 
• Payment for previous activities 



• Projects that involve the physical improvement of real property 
• Reduction of existing debt 
• Support for existing staff unrelated to the proposed project 
• Additions to reserve funds or endowments of an organization 
• Projects or programs that will re-grant the funds received  
• Marketing specifically related to advertising “for profit” businesses 

 
IX.     Grant Recipient Responsibilities  
 

The funding available for the 2010 Hudson River Valley National Heritage Area Grant Program 
is federal money from the National Park Service.  Grant recipients must adhere to all 
regulations and laws applicable to the use of federal funds for the proposal activity. The 
grantee must comply with the following, as applicable:

Designation Process 
Heritage Site Designations are made by consensus of the Hudson River Valley National Heritage 
Management Committee.  The Management Committees decisions are guided by the following criteria: 

Designated Heritage Sites must meet the following criteria: 

1. Owned and operated by a local, state or federal government or a not‐for‐profit organization 
2. Open to the public at least 4 days a week, 6 months a year 
3. Be relevant to at least one of the themes of the Heritage Area: 

i. Freedom and Dignity 
ii. Nature and Culture 
iii. Corridor of Commerce 

4. Contain interpretive components, is accessible, has a trained staff, and has restroom facilities. 
5. Offer visitors an incomparable cultural or historical Hudson River Heritage experience 
 
Special exceptions may be made by the Management Committee on a case by case basis. 
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
